This course examines the changing relationship between humans and landscape in the eastern Gulf of     
Maine and the Bay of Fundy. The Gulf of Main�H�¶�V���L�V�O�D�Q�G�V���D�U�H��the setting for a wide range of both human 
and non-human communities. This is one of the richest areas of biological productivity in eastern North 
America and its fisheries have supported human cultures since pre-Columbian times. 

Team-taught by faculty from three colleges within the Eco League, and supported by several guest

Limited to ten students (two from each 
Eco League school).
